The Legends of the Shining Jewel Campaign is run by the players, for the players, and is staffed entirely by volunteers.  Recognizing that the campaign could not continue to exist without our cadre of dedicated volunteers who write, organize events and GM, the staff has established the following rewards for those who contribute to and support the LSJ Campaign through their time and efforts.
Scenario Authors:  Authors may request one certed item, plus any non-value certs which are ‘one per PC’ (Enmities, Favors, Boons, etc), from each scenario or interactive that is published for the campaign, to be assigned to one of their PCs.  This item must be one that is level-appropriate to the PC receiving it, and must be approved and issued by the LSJ Campaign Staff.  NOTE:  This is the only way that an author may possess a cert for one of their PCs from an event that they have written.  The cert selected must be requested from and issued by the LSJ Campaign Staff.  The cert will be issued only after the scenario actually premiers.  An author may not simply print out a cert from their scenario for this purpose.  In addition, the PC receives the full maximum XP that the character would have earned had they actually played in and successfully completed the scenario at the ATL appropriate to their actual character level (There is no ATL ‘bump’.  A 5th level PC receives XP for ATL 5, not ATL 7.  A 6th level PC receives XP for ATL 7, not ATL 9).  The PC receiving this XP must be one that would normally be eligible to play in the event.  
Scenario Editors:  Editors assigned by the LSJ Campaign Staff may give one of their PCs the full maximum XP that the character would have earned had they actually played in and successfully completed the scenario at the ATL appropriate to their actual character level (There is no ATL ‘bump’.  A 5th level PC receives XP for ATL 5, not ATL 7.  A 6th level PC receives XP for ATL 7, not ATL 9).  The PC receiving this XP must be one that would normally be eligible to play in the event. Additionally, Editors may request one certed item from each scenario or interactive that is published for the campaign, to be assigned to one of their PCs.  This item must be one that is level-appropriate to the PC receiving it, and must be approved by the LSJ Campaign Staff.  The cert selected must be requested from and issued by the LSJ Campaign Staff.  The cert will be issued only after the scenario actually premiers.  An editor may not simply print out a cert from the scenario for this purpose.  Editors who playtest a scenario prior to editing it are not eligible for these rewards, as they are able to receive XP and treasure during the scenario’s playtest.
GMs who ‘eat’ events:  GMs who run events without first playing them (ie ‘eating’ the event) may give one of their PCs the full maximum XP that the character would have earned had they actually played in and successfully completed the scenario at the ATL appropriate to their actual character level (There is no ATL ‘bump’.  A 5th level PC receives XP for ATL 5, not ATL 7.  A 6th level PC receives XP for ATL 7, not ATL 9).  The PC receiving this XP must be one that would normally be eligible to play in the event.  In addition, the PC also receives 100 gp per ATL (ATL appropriate to PC level.  See XP above).  A GM who ‘eats’ a scenario does not receive certs from the event.
Convention GMs, Organization & Support:  

Staff and Volunteers who perform these duties during an approved Convention are eligible to receive Convention Support Certs, based upon the amount and type of duties performed on behalf of the LSJ Campaign during the Convention, as follows:
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Additional Volunteer Contributions:  Volunteer contributions not covered here will be addressed on a case-by-case basis, as needed, at the discretion of the LSJ Campaign Coordinator and the LSJ Senior Staff.

The LSJ Campaign Staff reserves the right to modify these guidelines as needed in the future.
